2) EZ Flow System - Affordable Electronic Flow Bench With much help from John Holm of AutoTech Consulting, Midvale UT at.jfholm@aros.net <mailto:at.jfholm@aros.net> , we have adapted our Port Flow Analyzer software and Black Box Electronics to work with a simple "streamlined" orifice flow bench. We've also designed some critical hardware to adapt your cylinder head to the PVC plumbing. We include a basic parts list and design suggestions, but left the details up to you to customize for your needs. We call this our EZ Flow System which we sell for $899. 3) Viruses & "The Blackout" If you haven't heard, there are some major Email viruses floating around right now, "SoBig" being one. You can generally tell you've received one because the subject is something like "Thank you", "Re: Thank you", "Your Details", etc. In the last week or so, we must have received 50-100 emails a day that were likely viruses. Our virus checkers are up to date, so no damage was done. However, you should be sure to update your virus checking software as these viruses are new. Because we received so many infected emails, it indicates that many of our customers who email us (we're in their address book) have these viruses. 


Also, if you send us an email, use a specific subject, like "Engine Analyzer problem", not something generic like "Hello". Emails with generic subjects are usually deleted as junk mail, or potential viruses. 


And Yes, we were in "The Blackout" which started on Thursday, Aug 14. If you called or emailed around that date, please call or email again. 


We try to answer all emails. For the reasons outlined above, if you ever send an email and do not get a response, send it again but maybe change the subject to be more specific.
