Our DataMite II Data Logger working in conjunction with our Suspension Analyzer. Although neither product is new this year, we've fine tuned how they work together. Our feedback from those walking the show was no other package (and that includes systems costing well more than $10,000) makes the analysis of suspension motion from track data as easy and detailed. Then start the DataMite software, click on "Send" at the top of the Main Screen, then click on Send to Suspension Analyzer w Track Map and it will send the Late Model Example files shock travel, accelerometer, track map, and more data to the Suspension Analyzer for analysis. You will actually see the body go through dive and roll, wheels turn, watch camber and roll center change, and much more.
