1) DataMite II Data Loggers Now in Stock We now have some of the larger 30 channel DataMite IIs in stock. These can be used for either Dyno, Drag Race or Circle Track/Road Race testing. If you've been waiting for one, contact us ASAP as they won't stay on the shelf long.

2) What is "Beta" Testing We use the term "Beta" testing when customers purchase (sometimes at a discount) our preliminary products and provide feedback. ("Alpha" testing is our in-house testing.) We have found that "Beta" testing by users who have not paid for the product doesn't work well. When you are willing to pay for a preliminary product, you are very motivated to use it right away, and are much more critical of its operation. The feedback is therefore much faster and much more complete.

3) McPhearson Strut in Preliminary Suspension Analyzer Our focus for the last 2 months has been on the Suspension Analyzer. We now have McPhearson Strut working for front suspensions. We need to add some more options to this feature, but it is ready for Beta testing. If you currently own or now purchase Suspension Analyzer and NEED McPhearson Strut front end, contact us for a preliminary version, which is a free upgrade. Note: Please don't ask for this upgrade unless you NEED McPhearson strut. It is still preliminary and could potentially cause problems for the existing Double A-Arm calculations.

4) Rocker Arm Springs in Preliminary Suspension Analyzer Pro Our Professional version of Suspension Analyzer is being developed, which will link the front and rear suspensions together, and have additional features like Rocker Arm (bell crank or push rod) springs. Rocker Arm springs are working well enough for Beta testing. The Suspension Analyzer Pro is $399. If you own Suspension Analyzer and need Rocker Arm springs, the cost is $150 to receive a preliminary "beta" version (unless other arrangements have been made).

5) Rear Suspension in Preliminary Suspension Analyzer Pro Our Professional version of Suspension Analyzer is being developed, which will link the front and rear suspensions together, and have additional features like Rocker Arm (bell crank or push rod) springs. Some Rear Suspension types are working well enough for Beta testing. The Suspension Analyzer Pro is $399. If you own Suspension Analyzer and need 3 Link and 4 Link rear suspensions, the cost is $150 to receive a preliminary "beta" version (unless other arrangements have been made).

6) Dyno DataMite Refinements We are continually updating the Dyno DataMite software, both for the standard 4 channel DataMite and the larger 30 Channel DataMite II. It is now on engine and chassis dynos, both inertia and absorber types. We are up to Version 2.0 A.065. Click on Help, then About in the DataMite program to see your version. Note that all DataMite software is moving to 32 bit in the next 1-2 months, which means it will no longer run on Window 3.1. You will need Windows 95, 98, Me, NT or 2000 for your DataMite and then will be able to use long file names, use USB printers, use updated printer drivers, etc.

Port Flow Analyzer v3.0 D is now 32 bit and lets you use long file names and has numerous other enhancements. This is a $35 upgrade from v3.0 B and comes on a CD.
