-------------------------------------------3) "Clip On" Inductive Pickup Sensor now Available for DataMite We now offer a Clip On sensor for attaching the inductive pickup to the spark plug wire for our DataMite systems. This sensor is similar to that used by timing lights. There has not been proven to be any improvement in RPM signal, but just the convenience of a quick clip on. In fact, the old "purple wire" method is actually more flexible as you can change the signal strength by putting more or less wraps on the spark plug wire.
