3) EZ Flow Comparison with SF110 (tm) Bench We've recently done some comparison test between our EZ Flow system and an "industry standard" SuperFlow 110 flow bench. Our EZ Flow system starts at $899 and is full computerized, using our Black Box data logger. Once you install the SB Chevy or SB Ford on the bore adapter supplied with the EZ Flow system, and set up the valve actuator, you can flow a port ( 7 lift points) in about 2 minutes, with data that repeats within 1 CFM. The data also correlates very will with the SF 110 bench.
