However, removing weight from rotating components has a bigger effect than removing weight from a non-rotating part. Other factors have a significant impact on the overall "payback", including tire size, gear ratios, where the component is located, diameter of the component, etc. The Rotating Inertia Calculator lets you estimate all these effects.
