New features for it include: Full Flow Curves for cylinder head ports; some metric inputs, data to report and graph colors which are user selectable, cam specs reported at .200" lift, plus all the v3.2 enhancements mentioned above. He was very happy with the improvement in accuracy and efficiency over his previous system.
