One of those features is a Preference which allows for complete metric inputs: Kg, cm, etc. We've had some customers need the metric inputs so much, they purchased this preliminary version. We've also published the preliminary 'beta' version demo on our website at: http://www.performancetrends.com/download.htm#sa <http://www.performancetrends.com/download.htm> Note that this will be a $45 update when finally released, sometime in early 2005 to those who own v1.1. IMPORTANT: If you already own the current Suspension Analyzer v1.1, DO NOT download and install this demo on that computer. (The installer checks for this and warns you of this potential problem.) It can turn your working program into an Expired Demo. For those of you who need metric inputs, this version may be worth the $45 update cost at this time.
